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INTRODUCTION

This Thunderbird Formations and Maneuvers Booklet explains var-
ious formations and demonstration maneuvers used by the United
States Alr Force Thunderbirds.

Section I Illustrates top and side views of basic
formations used during the air demonstra-
tions.

Section II Displays high-show demonstration maneuvers

depicted in the sequence normally flown.

Section III Contains other Thunderbird maneuvers which
may be flown as options to the high-show
maneuvers or during low-weather conditions.

Maneuver dlagrams in Sections II and III depict the closest
proximity to the crowd line that Thunderbird aircraft may fly in
accordance with FAA guidelines. Although non-aerobatic flight is
permitted to 500 feet, most non-aerobatic maneuvers will be flown
at a greater distance for aestheties. Aerobatic flight, as de-
fined by the FAA, will be flown on a 1,500 feet high-speed show
line. However, (per FAA guidelines), if a well-defined/prominent
show line is available and the crowd line cannot be moved back
further than 1,500 feet, then aerobatic maneuvers may be flown on
the prominent show line at no closer than 1,200 feet from the
spectator area.

Aerobatic flight will be confined to within 8,000 feet of show
center along or outside the approved show line. An exception is
during the High Bomb Burst Breakaway. The Right Wingman will
temporarlly be at high altitude in inverted flight inside the
show line. Although the Right Wingman's flight path is inside
the show line, he will be outside the lateral crowd boundary by
at least 500 feet.
